
Temple Football Roster Analysis  
 

Utilizing CollegeFootballData API  and data scraped from 247Sports , we analyze the 
geographic composition of Temple’s roster. With the introduction of the transfer portal 
and more recently NIL, Temple’s roster has followed national trends in recruiting 
further away from campus & diversifying its recruiting pipeline.

Temple rostered 116 players in the 2025 season, including the 2nd -lowest share of 
those from within 100 miles from campus (43%). This trend in out of region recruitment 
accelerated under Stan Drayton, who inherited a roster with 51% of players from within 
100 miles and finished with just 40% such players in his final season (2024). While 
head coach K.C. Keeler  signed  several top recruits from out of region , including CB Jett 
White  (California ), RB  Keveun Mason  (Florida) and Devontae Ward -Grant (Florida) , he 
inherits a roster that was constructed towards transfer portal and out of region 
recruits during the three years of the Drayton era.

Recruiting – Previous Trends & Future Outlook  

According to the most recent scrape of 247Sports (Feb 2026), Temple offered over 200 
players in the class of 2026, with 33 commits. Roughly half of all offers were in the 
Philly/NJ region, with additional clusters appearing Ohio, Georgia, and Florida.  
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The class of 2026 is Temple’s highest rated recruiting class since at least 2012 in 
terms of average rating (84.5), as Temple took an aggressive strategy and had its 
highest average rating across all offers (86.7).
